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The Union Square Partnership (USP) has worked for four 
decades to affect the growth and positive change that we 
have seen within our neighborhood. From helping private 
businesses navigate the public realm, to investing in the 
beautification of our world-class park, USP has played a 
multifaceted role in shaping and elevating the experience of 
everyone who lives, works, and visits Union Square. With so 
much activity over the last year, and even more on the way,  
we have much to celebrate. 

Our 2016 report highlights our work on the streets and in 
our park, business programs, and events that keep Union 
Square a dynamic and thriving neighborhood. Union Square 
experienced exceptional growth over the last year, with 
more than 40 retail openings and a vacancy rate of just 2.7 
percent, one of the lowest in the City. The neighborhood has 
become the City’s hotspot for tech, advertising, media and 
innovation companies. Building on this popularity, the New 
York City Economic Development Corporation announced  
the redevelopment of the P.C. Richard & Son site into a  
new tech hub that will nurture new businesses, modernize 
the workforce, and create jobs in Union Square.

With more than 383,000 pedestrians visiting the Square 
daily and over 35 million annual commuters, USP continues 
to invest in the maintenance and beautification of Union 

Square Park. In addition to our extensive landscaping work, 
we also upgraded the median malls along Union Square East 
and Park Avenue South, adding 80 new trees and seasonal 
landscaping with help from our partners at ORDA Management 
and NYC Parks.

USP continues to attract residents, businesses, and visitors 
that are driving this exciting growth through our extensive 
cleaning and beautification initiatives. Last year, our clean 
team removed an additional 160,000 bags of trash from 
our streets and cleaned up over 250 incidents of graffiti. We 
fostered relationships with new and established businesses, 
offering District Deals for those who live, work, and visit Union 
Square so that they may discover the neighborhood’s unique 
retailers and services.

This year, we celebrate 40 years of community partnerships 
and are grateful to all of our supporters – including our board 
members, property owners, residents and area employees, 
City and State representatives, vendors and dedicated staff 
for their collective contributions to our organization’s work 
(turn to page 23 for a full list). Please stay connected by 
subscribing to our monthly newsletter, reading the Union 
Square Blog, and following us on Facebook, Twitter and 
Instagram @UnionSquareNY.

Over the last year, Union Square’s dynamic community has 
continued to grow, attracting new businesses, residents and 
visitors. To keep up with the demand placed on the streetscape, 
the Clean Team worked seven days a week, painting street 
furniture, sweeping sidewalks, power-washing high-traffic 
corners, and maintaining the plazas surrounding Union Square 
Park. During the busy warm months, our Clean Team was out 
daily setting up our popular seating areas in and around the 
park with our signature lime green bistro tables + chairs and 
bright blue shade umbrellas. In the winter, the Team salted 
and cleared crosswalks, bus stops, catch basins, and areas 
around fire hydrants of snow, ice, and slush to keep our streets 
unobstructed for the hundreds of thousands of pedestrians 
visiting Union Square.

In addition to our work on the street, USP continued to 
invest in the maintenance and beautification of Union 
Square Park. As the core of the neighborhood and a major 
transportation hub for New York City, Union Square Park 
remained the district’s most popular destination. To keep up 
with this constant flow of visitors, USP provided extensive 
landscaping, including seeding, fertilizing, and aerating park 
lawns, and planting hundreds of annuals, perennials, plants, 
and shrubs. Furthermore, USP continued our commitment 
to keep the park beautiful, safe, and fun during the busiest 
months by funding a seasonal landscaper and playground 
associate. In addition to the sanitation services provided, 
USP installed new state-of-the-art rodent resistant solar 
trash compactors to keep the park clean.

This year, USP expanded community programming, offering 
access to an even wider variety of free activities to shine 
the light on our neighborhood partners. We kicked off the 
year with the return of Union Square Sweat Fest, the wildly-
popular, week-long health and fitness festival highlighting 
the district’s vibrant wellness scene. As the weather warmed 
up, volunteers from Con Edison and the community came 
out to clean up the park and get it ready for summer at ‘It’s 
My Park!’ Day. Summer brought back longer days as well as 
USP’s highly anticipated nine-week series, Summer in the 
Square. USP built upon the series success, offering twice the 
number of children’s activities and performers, new fitness 
classes, music + dance performances and USP’s first-ever 
movie nights. September marked the 20th Anniversary of

Harvest in the Square, which raised $350,000 for Union 
Square Park in 2015 and more than $5 million since the 
fundraiser began in 1996. Over 1,200 attendees came to 
enjoy unlimited samplings from over 45 of the neighborhood’s 
best restaurants, each dish paired with regional wines and 
microbrews. To celebrate the holiday season, USP offered 
free professional portraits, refreshments and holiday 
entertainment at our 2nd Annual Picture Perfect Union 
Square. The festive gathering also marked the launch of  
the world famous Union Square Holiday Market, which  
drew more than 1 million visitors this holiday season.

USP continued to showcase the diversity and unique 
character of the neighborhood’s business community. Over 
50,000 Visitor Map & Guides and District Deals booklets 
were distributed at community events and through partner 
businesses. Working with the popular Union Square Holiday 
Market, USP introduced the Union Square Holiday Guide to the 
market’s information kiosk, giving more than 1 million visitors  
a curated guide to the district’s best holiday shopping.

USP’s extensive programming initiatives have grown 
in tandem with the district’s rapidly expanding retail 
landscape. In February 2016, USP continued to showcase 
the neighborhood’s preeminence as the epicenter for health 
+ wellness with our 2nd Annual Union Square Sweat Fest. 
The event series featured over 50 studios, gyms, athleisure 

retailers, and healthy eateries, including Lululemon’s 
11,500-square-foot flagship complete with public hub and 
fitness workshops, and Athleta’s new fitness studio. With a 
number of high profile retail openings in 2015, and several 
large-scale developments on the way, Union Square remains 
one of the City’s strongest retail markets. Dylan’s Candy 
Bar opened a 3,300-square-foot boutique space on Union 
Square West, and Banana Republic, Aritzia, Bonobos, and 
Paper Source joined the Fifth Avenue corridor.

With several notable projects on the horizon, Union Square 
continues to attract new real estate development. Reading 
International has begun the redevelopment of the historic 
Tammany Hall on Union Square East. Leased by Newmark 
Grubb Knight Frank, the iconic property offers more than 
75,000 square feet of retail and office space. Capitalizing on 
the growth of tech in the area, including the recent arrival of 
Buzzfeed, Facebook and WeWork, the City is redeveloping 
the P.C. Richard & Son site into a tech hub to support the 
neighborhood’s growing digital economy.

Athleisure retailers continue to flock to the district. Lululemon helped fortify 
the neighborhood’s distinction as NYC’s center of health + wellness with the 
debut of their 11,500sf flagship store featuring the retailer’s first community 
space dubbed Hub Seventeen.

Buzzfeed and Facebook set up their new home at 225 Park Avenue South.  
The two tech heavy weights join the growing list of tech companies making  
their home in Union Square.

Union Square’s unique culinary scene is also thriving. Danny 
Meyer’s treasured Union Square Cafe has moved into its new 
home at 235 Park Avenue South. The former space on 16th 
Street will house the first American location for the popular 
udon noodle eatery, Tsurutontan. Neighborhood icon Blue 
Water Grill, a 20-year old neighborhood staple, renewed their 
lease on Union Square West and will soon begin a renovation 
to modernize their space.
